Question Scoring:
e The points in brackets reflect what each question is worth.

The judges will take into account the following aspects of the contribution when assessing
a nomination.

Question 1. Overview of the Nominee (10 points)
Provide a brief overview of the nominee, highlighting their outstanding attributes.
Include a brief history of their career in tourism, including a description of their
current employment or other participation, if applicable.

Question 2. Nominee’s Professional Contribution and Service (20 points)
Provide examples and the long term benefits of the nominee’s professional
contribution and service to the New South Wales and, if relevant, Australian tourism
industry.

Question 3. Nominee’s Personal Contribution and Service (20 points)
Provide examples and the long term benefits of the nominee’s personal contribution
and service to New South Wales and, if relevant, Australian tourism industry.
